What Bugs Me About Spell Checker XE "Checker" 
	Problem XE "Problem" 
	Solution

	I want a spell-checker that behaves as I want it to behave.
	A rules-based processor, where the user can create and modify the rules to fine-tune the application’s behaviour. Make accrual of the rules automatic so that the user has less work to do.

	I need to click “Ignore XE "Ignore"  all” for a word that I marked “Ignore All” in another document at another time.
	A pre-processor that obtains a list of words and marks each occurrence with “No proofing”.

	I need to click “Change XE "Change"  all” for a word that I marked “Change All” in another document at another time.
	A pre-processor that obtains a list of words and changes each occurrence.

	I want my pre-processing to be local to the document’s folder.
	A pre-processor that applies rules only when the rule is relevant to the current document’s folder.

	I want to be able to apply character styles to specific words which Microsoft Word XE "Word"  considers to be mis-spelled.
	A pre-processor that applies styles according to rules

	I want to make better use of the feeble language-dependent facets of Microsoft Word. XE "Word" 
	A pre-processor that applies styles according to user-defined rules


User Guide  - Spell XE "Spell" 
What is it?
It is NOT Auto XE "Auto" -correct!

It WILL save you hours of tedious work in spell-checking your document AND those of other users.

The Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  assembles a set of rules that can be shared in a co-operative manner with other users in your organization. (I know that this will not happen. Name an organization that has a staff member coordinating the dozens of copies of Custom.DIC XE "Custom" , but I can dream, can’t I?)

Why Should I Use it?
Use SPELL XE "SPELL"  if you are tired of telling Microsoft Word XE "Word"  to “Ignore XE "Ignore"  All” or “Change XE "Change"  All” strings of text that you corrected the same way just hours ago in a different document. Or the same document.

Use it if you need different spell-check or auto-correct tactics for different groups of documents in different folder trees.

How Does it Work?
SPELL XE "SPELL"  uses a set of rules which it learns (you train it) over time.

It determines which rules should be applied to your current document, and corrects all recognizable errors before handing control over to Microsoft Word XE "Word" ’s regular spell-checker.

This means that it can “see” typos before they arrive in Microsoft Word XE "Word" ’s spell-checker, and it fixes them so you don’t have to tell Microsoft Word to do it!

Why Didn’t Microsoft Word Think of this?
Search me. It seems like a sensible idea, doesn’t it?

Example Please
You are preparing a set of documents for your legal client “Grabit XE "Grabit" , Grabit, Grabit & Grabit; family lawyers”.

All the documents reside in the folder T:\Greaves XE "Greaves" \Clients XE "Clients" \G\Grabit XE "Grabit" \ and you would like Microsoft Word XE "Word"  to Ignore XE "Ignore"  All, always, any mention of the apparently mis-spelled word “Grabit”, but ONLY in documents stored in T:\Greaves\Clients\G\Grabit\ and (optionally) its sub-folders.

You want "Grabit XE "Grabit" ” to be recognized as a typo everywhere else.

How do I Use it?
Run the macro “SpellCheckDocument XE "Spell" ”

Instead XE "Instead"  of choosing Tools XE "Tools" , Spelling XE "Spell"  and grammar from Microsoft Word XE "Word" ’s menu system, or instead of tapping the F7 function key, you run the macro “SpellCheckDocument” (which you could, of course, assign to the F7 function key!).

“SpellCheckDocument XE "Spell" ” collects the rules tables, works out which rules apply to the current document, corrects any obvious typos, and only then hands control over to Microsoft Word XE "Word" ’s spell-checker.

So it runs as a silent and invisible partner, working on your behalf before you get to the difficult stuff.

Why Use a Pre-Emptive Spell-Checker XE "Checker" 
The “Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive" ” in the Pre-Emptive Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  refers to part of the great power now available to you. When you use the regular spell-checker of Microsoft Word XE "Word" , much of what you stipulate for one document is forgotten when you start to spell-check another document.

Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  can remember all your petty foibles and mis-spellings and apply them in advance to your documents.

This is known as the pre-processing phase.

During the pre-processing phase, Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  reads in a record of all your previous efforts at correction, and applies them consistently to your new document. Once all those well-known errors are cleared up, your document is improved and little else needs to be done.

What a time-saver!

The “Spell XE "Spell" -Checking XE "Checking" ” in Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell-Checker XE "Checker"  refers to the interactive process that you use to indicate just what errors should be corrected, and how.
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You are familiar with Microsoft Word XE "Word" ’s spell-check dialogue, and you are used to correcting a mis-spelling of “understand” in every document you create.

The Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  requires you to make the correction just once. Pre-Emptive Spell-Checker remembers this correction for all succeeding documents, applying it during the pre-processing phase of operations.
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The Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  has a different form from that of Microsoft Word XE "Word" ’s spell-checker.

You will recognize the little check-box for “No Proofing XE "Proofing" ”. That at least is familiar.

We will describe this form in more detail later on, but here are a few points:-

(1) Range: You can tell the Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  over what range of folders a rule should apply. If your rule applies solely to the exotic places to which you travel, you could specify that the rule applies to “T:\Greaves XE "Greaves" \Admin XE "Admin" \Domains XE "Domains" \Tripping XE "Tripping" ” and all folders subordinate to that folder.

(2) Find XE "Find" : This corresponds roughly to “the word-string in error”

(3) Replace XE "Replace" : This corresponds to the correct word-string to be used in future occurrences of the Find XE "Find"  word-string.

(4) No Proofing XE "Proofing" : This tells Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  to apply the language setting “Do not check spelling or grammar”

(5) The style list box: This tells Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  what style to apply while processing the Find XE "Find"  string. The Style definition can include the No Proofing XE "Proofing"  setting.

(6)  “OK” button: Tells XE "Tells"  Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  that you are satisfied with the new rule, and that Pre-Emptive Spell-Checker should (a) save the new rule in the rules file and (b) apply the new rule to the current Find XE "Find"  string and (c) apply the new rule to all such strings throughout the current and future documents.

(7) Skip: This is the equivalent of the “Cancel XE "Cancel" ” button. It tells Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  that you prefer not to deal with the problem string at this time.

(8) Quit XE "Quit" : This tells the Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  to abandon its operation. Perhaps XE "Perhaps"  you have realized a gross error on your part, and feel that you should do the spell-checking at a much later date.

Your Quick-Start XE "Start" 
These notes were prepared for Geoffrey XE "Geoffrey"  Howell XE "Howell"  and version 333 of the Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker" . For assistance contact the author Chris XE "Chris"  Greaves XE "Greaves"  by email through his web site www.ChrisGreaves.com
Installation and Un-Installation
My applications are written and tested in Office XE "Office"  2003. What works in Office 2003 should work in later versions of Office.

My applications make use of the hard drive in the following folders:-

C:\Users XE "User" \Chris068\AppData XE "AppData" \Roaming XE "Roaming" \Greaves XE "Greaves" \Spell XE "Spell" 
Your user name will be different from “Chris068”, but in the corresponding folder on your hard drive you will find, amongst other things, a file “SPELL XE "SPELL" .BIN” which contains your global rules, a file “Spell XE "Spell" .LOG” which contains a transaction log of events, archived files (“Spell.BIN20170130_13” is an archived copy of my SPELL.BIN file taken after noon on the 30th of January 2017), and other files related to this application.

At the end of a successful installation you should be presented with a view of the setup log file. If you have problems with the installation, you may elect to email the setup.log file to me
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Your startup folder will be different from mine, but you can determine your startup folder’s full name from within Microsoft Word XE "Word" .

Choose XE "Choose"  Tools XE "Tools" , Options XE "Options" , File locations, Startup XE "Start" , Modify XE "Modify" , then copy that name to the clipboard with Ctrl XE "Ctrl" -C.

Other
Version XE "Version"  343 of Spell XE "Spell"  stores a single rules file in binary form. Rules XE "Rules" -loading is fast because we need little string processing, and can load only the appropriate rules based on the name and folder of the document being edited.

Un-Installing the Pre-Emptive Spell-Checker XE "Checker" 
This can be achieved by Deleting XE "Deleting" /Renaming XE "Renaming" /Archiving XE "Archiving"  the application template SPELL XE "SPELL" .DOT from your Startup XE "Start"  Folder XE "Folder" . You may choose to Delete XE "Delete" /Rename XE "Rename" /Archive XE "Archive"  the AppData XE "AppData"  folder and the various SPELL.BIN files.

Installing the Pre-Emptive Spell-Checker XE "Checker" 
The Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  is always distributed as a PKZIP XE "PKZIP"  file with installation tools. The primary tool is called Setup XE "Setup" .dot.

Please read the file “ReadMeWD XE "Read" .txt” before attempting to install an application. Of course, Backing XE "Backing"  up Your Hard XE "Hard"  Drive XE "Drive"  and creating a System XE "System"  Restore XE "Restore"  Point XE "Point"  are pretty good ideas, too.

The setup application (Setup XE "Setup" .dot) will archive any earlier versions of the application being installed and then move the new version into place. The process takes less than five seconds, and when you load Microsoft Word XE "Word"  you should see that the application (in this case SPELL XE "SPELL" ) is displaying its own toolbar, and that its macros are available to you (Tools XE "Tools" , Macro XE "Macro" , Macros, Macros in SPELL343, ...)
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The next time you load Microsoft Word XE "Word"  you should see a small toolbar labeled “SPELL XE "SPELL" ”, and on that toolbar a question-mark command.

The Question XE "Question" -mark command raises a message-box that tells you the filename, version, and time-stamp of the Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker" . You can quote this data in an email communication to me to conform the version you are using.
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The toolbar menu holds two other command buttons.

The lower button is an alternate way of calling up the identification message (known as the Who Am I?” command.

The button labeled “SpellCheckDocument XE "Spell" ” runs the macro of that name. This macro will apply any existing rules to the current document and bring remaining errors to your attention. We give a short example just below.

A Benchmark Document XE "Document" 
In the distributed PKZIP XE "PKZIP"  file you will find a documents such as this one, which describe aspects of SPELL XE "SPELL" . Make a copy of a document and play with the copy. Any problems or events-arising ought to be reproducible on the original document.

A Short Session XE "Session" 
Open XE "Open"  your copy of “UserGuide XE "User" .doc” and run the Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  macro “SpellCheckDocument”.
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From time to time Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  will need a specified style that does not yet exist in your document. Pre-Emptive Spell-Checker will do its best to locate the style in your document’s Attached XE "Attached"  Template XE "Template" , your Normal XE "Normal"  Template (Normal.dot) and the application template (SPELL XE "SPELL" ???.DOT) in that order. If the style cannot be found, SPELL will terminate with the message “I failed to obtain the style from several sources.” and you should create the style before making another attempt to run the Pre-Emptive Spell-Checker.
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SPELL XE "SPELL"  discovers the first word-string that is unrecognizable. The string “which” appears to be a genuine slip of the fingers.
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We are ready to create our first rule!

(1) In the GUI form box labeled “Replace XE "Replace" ” either type in the correct string “which” or use Ctrl XE "Ctrl" -V to paste in the incorrect string and edit that string in place.

(2) Choose XE "Choose"  “OK” which instructs SPELL XE "SPELL"  to record this as a rule (“Whenever XE "Whenever"  you find the string “which”, replace it with the string “which”, and do this for all occurrences, now and in the future, in this document “T:\Greaves XE "Greaves" \Products XE "Products" \USER XE "USER" \Spell XE "Spell" \UserGuide XE "User" .doc”.
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The next string detected as an error is “mis”. We had intended to use this as part of the string “mis-spelled”, but now we are unsure of our use, so we would like to exit SPELL XE "SPELL"  gracefully.

Terminate XE "Terminate"  the session by choosing the Cancel XE "Cancel"  command.
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You will be prompted to save the changes to the created or updated rules file. Choose XE "Choose"  “Yes”.

Please choose “do NOT save changes” to close your copy of the document. We have created one rule for future sessions with Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker" , and we will purposely NOT save the changes that were made to the document during this session.

The changes to the document have not been saved, but rules which describe the changes have been saved.
An Even Shorter Session XE "Session" 
Re-open your copy of “UserGuide XE "User" .doc” and run the Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell XE "Spell" -Checker XE "Checker"  macro “SpellCheckDocument”.

This time, the pre-processor should take care of the correction you established during your first session and lead you immediately into fresh typographical errors.
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In your Appdata XE "Appdata"  folder you should now find three files Spell XE "Spell" .INI, Spell.BIN and Spell.LOG.

If you open the file Spell XE "Spell" .INI you will find default settings currently used by the Pre-Emptive XE "Emptive"  Spell-Checker XE "Checker" .
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The Spell XE "Spell" .LOG file will contain a commentary of SPELL XE "SPELL" ’s actions, especially the actions that have affected the content of your document.
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The SPELL XE "SPELL" .BIN file contains the one rule you have managed to create so far. Edit XE "Edit"  this file with a text editor at your own risk!

You can at least see that the strings “which” and “which” are stored in a rule, and the rule appears to be applied only to the document “T:\Greaves XE "Greaves" \Products XE "Products" \USER XE "USER" \Spell XE "Spell" \UserGuide XE "User" .doc”.

Tips and Tricks XE "Tricks" 
(1) SPELL XE "SPELL"  works on the selected text. If you have a table (or three!) with complex terminology, select the table and spell-check it. You can thus store all rules relevant to that table in the source-document area.

Then select the entire document (or Ctrl XE "Ctrl" -Home, which to Spell XE "Spell"  amounts to the same thing) and repeat the spell-check. On this second pass the contents of the table will already have been corrected and proofed. New rules, established for the remainder of the document, can be stored under a different path!
